In summary, we urge you to go onto your listing and choose your 
product/service codes.  Second, we encourage you to register as 
buyers.  Third, we suggest you read this special series of newsletters 
thoroughly for tips.

NWBOC eProcurement MarketPlace Tips 

  
Are you getting the most out of the NWBOC eProcurement 
MarketPlace?  Make sure your profile is up to date a filled out 
completely. 
  
Company Profile 
Your company profile is where your company information is listed.  It is 
extremely important that this information be up to date as this is the 
information buyers will see about your company's services and contact 
information.   
  
To update your company profile, click on the "Edit Company Profile" 
link on the software menu.  Be sure to save your changes after they 
have been made.  This information can be updated 24-hours per day, 
seven days per week.  
  
Commodities and Services 
The Commodities and Services tool classifies your company based on 
the type of services you offer.  When you check one of these codes, it 
will automatically show up on your "Bid Assistant" to allow you to 
quickly view any bid opportunities that are currently on the system in 
that specific commodity/service code.  It is important to select the 
appropriate commodities/codes for your organization so buyers are 
able to find you.   
  
To add or remove codes/commodities (i.e. 044300 - Stone Masonry) 
click the "Commodities and Services" link under "Edit User Profile" on 
the software menu.   
  
Qualification Documents 
You may choose to upload documents, such as your NWBOC certificate, 
that verify your company's qualification in a particular field.  
  
Add documents under the "Qualification Docs" link under "Edit 
Company Profile" on the software menu. Documents can be added or 
deleted 24-hours per day, seven days per week.
